BOTTESFORD, ST MARY THE VIRGIN, CHURCHYARD REGULATIONS

The Chancellor of the Diocese of Leicester has authorised the following amendments (which shall apply only in relation to the Church of St Mary the Virgin, Bottesford) to the CHURCHYARD REGULATIONS IN THE DIOCESE OF LEICESTER 2013.  Until such time as any further amendment is authorised, the Diocesan Churchyard Regulations shall be construed in the Parish of Bottesford as if the following amendments were incorporated therein:

1. In Clause 20 the words "Inscriptions may be painted in black, white or grey or be in a natural finish. Gilding or silvering of lettering is not permitted" shall be added (to ensure continuity with the previous Diocesan Regulations of 7th October 2009, Clause 9.6.) 

2. The sentence regarding artificial flowers in Clause 29 is amended to “The use of artificial flowers is not permitted except for Remembrance day poppies and traditional Christmas wreaths, which will be removed after one month.” 

3. Entries in the Book of Remembrance also shall remain optional for those whose ashes are interred in the Garden of Remembrance, and that  Clause 25 shall be read as including the words, 

 “The identity of each deceased person whose ashes are interred in the  churchyard may be recorded in the Book of Remembrance in the Lady Chapel.”

4. An additional clause is added to the Regulations to disallow the use of terrazzo or light grey granite plinths unless they are sunk below ground level. Any plinths above ground level must be of the same material as the memorial.
